In 1938 Midwest
Bible and Missionary Institute began in Salina, Kansas,
and eventually moved to St. Louis. Both schools
eventually became Bible colleges, and they merged in
1961 to become Calvary Bible College, located in Kansas
City. Citadel Bible College from Ozark, Arkansas, merged
with Calvary in 1987.
