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A systematic analysis of God's method of salvation through the righteousness of God being
both imputed to and implanted in sinful man. Each student is required to master the
argument of Romans as a solid foundation for Christian living.

A. General competencies to be achieved. The student:

1. Demonstrates awareness of the basic introductory issues in the Epistle to the
Romans.

2. Demonstrates familiarity with the basic issues being debated by
contemporary New Testament scholars.

3. Demonstrates familiarity with the content and argument of the epistle.

4. Demonstrates skill in personal, in-depth study of the text of Romans.

5. Demonstrates skill in applying his findings to everyday modern life.

B. Specific competencies to be achieved. The student:

1. Identifies the basic facts of introduction to the epistle: its author, recipients,
date, circumstances, and purpose.

2. Applies the basic facts of introduction to validate the exposition and
application of the epistle.

3. Identifies the major propositions and arguments in each chapter of Romans.

4. States the central theme of the epistle and traces its development through the
book.

5. Summarizes the key theological contributions of the epistle.

0. Intelligently analyzes and evaluates contemporary approaches to the epistle.

7. Makes practical—and interpretively sound—applications of the epistle.
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
